Selections from the Bible and the writings of Ellen White

Nehemiah 9:1-38

Now on the twenty-fourth day of this month the people of Israel were assembled with fasting and in sackcloth, and with earth on their heads. And the Israelites separated themselves from all foreigners and stood and confessed their sins and the iniquities of their fathers. And they stood up in their place and read from the Book of the Law of the Lord their God for a quarter of the day; for another quarter of it they made confession and worshiped the Lord their God.


SM 124 “There is nothing that Satan fears so much as that the people of God 
shall clear the way by removing every hindrance, so that the Lord can pour out 
His Spirit upon a languishing church and an impenitent congregation. If Satan 
had his way, there would never be another awakening, great or small, to the end 
of time.  But we are not ignorant of his devices.  It is possible to resist his power.  
When the way is prepared for the Spirit of God, the blessings will come.  Satan 
can no more hinder a shower of blessing descending upon God’s people than he 
can close the windows of heaven that rain cannot come upon the earth.  Wicked 
men and devils cannot hinder the work of God, or shut out His presence from the 
assemblies of His people, if they will, with subdued, contrite hearts, confess and 
put away their sins, and in faith claim His promises.”

Colossians 1:1-29

Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and Timothy our brother, To the saints and faithful brothers in Christ at Colossae: Grace to you and peace from God our Father. We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we pray for you, since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the love that you have for all the saints, because of the hope laid up for you in heaven. Of this you have heard before in the word of the truth, the gospel, ...


DA 672 “Only to those who wait humbly upon God, who watch for His guidance 
and grace, is the Spirit given.  The power of God awaits their demand and 
reception. This promised blessing, claimed by faith, brings all other blessings in 
its train.”
Acts 2:40-47

And they devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers. ... And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved.


COL 120,121 “One interest prevailed.  One object swallowed up all others. All 
hearts beat in harmony.  The only ambition of the believers was to revel the 
likeness of Christ’s character, and to labor for the enlargement of His 
kingdom.....The Spirit of Christ animated the whole congregation; for they had 
found the pearl of great price.


These scenes are to be repeated, and with greater power.  The outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost was the former rain but the latter rain will be 
more abundant... Christ is again to be revealed in His fulness by the Holy Spirit’s 
power.” 

James 1:1-27 

If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him.  But let him ask is faith, with no doubting...


COL146 “We need to have far less confidence in what man can do and far more 
confidence in what God can do for every believing soul.  He longs to have you 
reach after Him by faith. He longs to have you expect great things from Him.  
He longs to give you understanding in temporal as well as in spiritual matters.  
He can sharpen the intellect.  He can give tact and skill.  Put your talents into the 
work, ask God for wisdom, and it will be given you.”
Acts 12:1-17

Peter was kept in prison, but constant prayer was offered to God for him by the church...Now behold, an angel of the Lord stood by him...saying, ‘Arise quickly!’ And his chains fell off his hands....When Peter had come to himself, he said, ‘Now I know for certain that the Lord has sent His angel, and has delivered me from the hand of Herod...”


AA 146 In his cell (Peter) was placed between two soldiers and was bound by 
two chains, each chain being fastened to the wrist of one of the soldiers.  He was 
unable to move without their knowledge.  With the prison doors securely 
fastened, and a strong guard before them, all chance of rescue or escape 
through human means was cut off.  But man’s extremity is God’s opportunity.”

I Timothy 2:1-8

Therefore I exhort first of all that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks be made for all men, for kings and all who are in authority, that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all goodliness and reverence....I desire therefore that the men pray everywhere, lifting up holy hands, without wrath and doubting.

Acts 1:12-14

Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey. And when they had entered, they went up into the upper room where they were staying....These all continued with one accord in prayer in one accord in prayer and supplication, with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with His brothers.

AA 36,37 As the disciples waited for the fulfillment of the promise, they humbled their hearts in true repentance and confessed their unbelief.... They reproached themselves for their misapprehension of the Savior.  Like a procession, scene after scene of His wonderful life passed before them.  As they meditated upon his pure, holy life they felt that no toil would be too hard, no sacrifice too great, if only they could bear witness in 
their lives to the loveliness of Christ’s character .... these days of preparation were days of deep heart searching.  The disciples felt their spiritual need and cried to the Lord for the holy unction that was to fit them for the work of soul saving. They did not ask for a blessing for themselves merely.  They were weighted with the burden of the salvation of souls.  They realize that the gospel was to be carried to the world, and they claimed the power that Christ had promised.”  
Acts 2:1-4

When the day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.  And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting.  Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them.  And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.


AA 39  “The Holy Spirit, assuming the form of tongues of fire, rested upon those 
assembled.  This was an emblem of the gift then bestowed on the disciples, 
which 
enabled them to speak with fluency languages with which they had 
heretofore been unacquainted.  The appearance of fire signified the fervent 
zeal with which the apostles would labor and the power that would attend their 
work.”

Acts 4:23-31

...They raised their voice to God with one accord and said: “Lord, You are God....look on their threats, and grant to Your servants that with all boldness they may speak Your word.”...And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God with boldness....


AA 38 “The Spirit came upon the waiting, praying disciples with a fullness that 
reached every heart.  The Infinite One revealed Himself in power to the church.  
It was as if for ages this influence had been held in restraint, and now Heaven 
rejoiced in being able to pour out upon the church the riches of the Spirit’s grace.  
And under the influence of the Spirit, words of penitence and confession mingles 
with songs of praise for sins forgiven.  Words of thanksgiving and of prophecy 
were heard.  All heaven bent low to behold and to adore the wisdom of 
matchless, incomprehensible love.....And what followed?  The sword of the Spirit, 
newly edged with power and bathed in the lightnings of heaven, cut its way 
through unbelief.  Thousands were converted in a day.” 
Matthew 6:9-13 

In this manner, therefore, pray: Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen.


SC 93 “In order to have spiritual life and energy, we must have actual intercourse 
(association) with Him concerning our actual life.


Prayer is the opening of the heart to God as to a friend. Not that it is necessary 
in order to make known to God what we are, but in order to enable us to receive 
Him. Prayer does not bring God down to us, but brings us up to Him.”
