sure what to expect since this was our 

church’s first time holding an event like 
this, but it was more than we expected. 
We saw around 75-100 people, some that 
came back more than once. Our inventory 
of school supplies ran out within the first 
half hour, as well as the toys, and tables 
of household goods. People were filling 
up boxes with bedding and clothing, in 
addition to stopping by the Blessings Box 
and stocking up on groceries.

We made sure to have volunteer church 
members in the yard, to make ourselves 
available for those that may need 
assistance or have questions. Along 
the way, many showed gratitude and 
appreciation for what our church was 

doing. One woman who stopped by stated 
that her family was finally moving into 
their first home after being homeless for 
the past three years. Another gentleman 
walked over and stated that he was 

C ommunity. A simple word that 
means so much, especially to those 

who attend the Madison Community 
Seventh-day Adventist Church. From the 
bi-monthly meals we prepare and serve at 
the local day shelter, to the Blessings Box 
we have in our front lawn that we stock 
weekly with food for those who may be 
facing food insecurities, to our newest 
outreach called, Project SMALL (Single 
Mothers and Little Lads), we are always 
looking for ways to engage our church 
within the neighborhood.

Faced with a room full of donated goods 
from church members as well as those in 
the community, we wondered what type 
of outreach event we could hold to reach 
those in need. Understanding the impact 
that Covid has had on many people 
financially, it came to mind that we hold 
a Community Giveaway. Instead of 
charging people for the goods, everything 
would be given free, creating an inviting 
environment where those could come, 
regardless of their ability or inability to 
pay for things, and take what they may 
need.

What started as a simple Community 
Giveaway, utilizing the donated items 
in the church basement, soon became 
so much more. Reaching out to local 
businesses, we were able to secure 
donations of fresh produce, bakery 
products, pizza, and ice cream tokens 
for kids that stopped by. Along with 
the donations from businesses, we put 
together a budget buying school supplies 
for local kids.

It is an understatement to say that the 
August 22 event went well. Nobody was 

currently homeless and in need of 
clothing to survive the cold Wisconsin 
winters. Many of the kids that stopped 
took advantage of the juice boxes, 
popcorn, and frozen Icees we had in the 
cooler, remembering our church from 
previous years of Vacation Bible School, 
asking if that’s what was taking place 
and when it will happen again.

Speaking to many of the kids while their 
parents and/or grandparents took part in 
the giveaway, it became a question as to 
what other fun activities our church could 
host. One young boy suggested we host an 
outdoor movie night, with popcorn, cotton 
candy, and games. Another boy stated he 
wanted our church to just come over and 
play basketball with them.

Simple and small gestures mean so much 
to people. From hosting the giveaway

Sabbath Schedule

P art of my pastoral ministry is to visit 
people in hospitals and nursing homes. 

Whenever I am aware of such need, I am 
willing to spend time with our members, family, 
and even people I don’t know. I usually read 

the Scripture and pray for comfort, peace, and a 
fast recovery. Often in my prayers, I include the 
medical staff and the other patients or residents. 
Even those I don’t know, I want everyone to 
recover and have a normal existence in their 
homes, surrounded by family and friends.
 

As an RN, my wife can certify that the primary 
purpose of the hospital and the medical act 
is to do everything humanly possible for a 
fast and complete recovery of their patients. 
They use their knowledge, skills, and mostly, 
their dedication to their profession and love for 
people to fulfill their mission. 

Since my childhood, I heard the metaphor 
that the church is not “a museum of saints 
but a hospital for sinners,” based on Jesus 
affirmation from Luke 4:18: 

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because 

He has anointed Me to preach the gospel 

to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the 

brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the 

captives and recovery of sight to the blind,

to set at liberty those who are oppressed;”

Furthermore, Jesus reiterated His life and 
ministry’s goal in Luke 5:31-32: “Those who 
are well have no need of a physician, but 
those who are sick. I have not come to call 
the righteous, but sinners, to repentance.”

In these two passages, Jesus wanted to make 
it evident that the primary purpose of His 

mission on earth was to invite those aware of 

their sinfulness and offer them the chance of 

complete emotional and spiritual restoration. 
He spent most of His active time serving and 
meeting people’s needs, making sure everyone 
who wanted His healing received God’s 
blessings for them and their beloved ones.
 He also instructed His “medical staff” to 

minister to those hurting and suffering under 
the tyranny Satan. Matthew 10:6-8 is one of the 
most powerful pieces of evidence: “Go rather to 
the lost sheep of Israel. As you go, proclaim this 

message: ‘The kingdom of heaven has come 
near.’ Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those 
who have leprosy, drive out demons.”

Evidently, besides worshipping God corporately 
weekly, the main focus of our ministry is to be 

Jesus’s “physicians and nurses,” always ready 
to go the extra mile to fulfill His mission. We 

are called to love, have mercy, and minister to 

everyone we contact, letting them know that 
our church is always open for them before they 

change their thinking and lifestyle. 

We have to prioritize people’s needs for 
physical, emotional, and spiritual restoration. 
Some may not respond promptly to the 

“medication” God Himself administers. 
Others may be “chronic” sinners, and they 

may not be the best candidates for a fast and 

complete recovery. But we need to remember 
we are called to love and serve our brothers and 
sisters in Christ no matter how they manage 
the spiritual instructions for their recovery. 

The Adventist church has to be part of God’s 
Spiritual Health Care Network. We are to 
encourage and edify one another, care for one 
another’s needs, and pray for one another. 
Apostle Paul says: “You who are spiritual 
should restore him in a spirit of gentleness” 

(Gal. 6:1). There is no place for a judgmental 
spirit, criticism, or gossip. There is no place 
for someone to be hurt in the church. 

Remember, the church is a spiritual hospital 
where even the medical staff suffers from various 
“diseases” and need the healing of the Savior. We 
need to manifest grace, empathy, and patience 
to our fellow recipients of God’s grace.

New Members Join 

Church by Baptism

the Madison Community Church family.O n September 1, 2021, I (Alice Garrett, 

Wisconsin Conference Adventist 
Community Services Director) was on a 
conference call with the State of Wisconsin 
VOAD (Volunteer Organization Active in 
Disaster) and learned that the Afghan guests 

were arriving at Camp McCoy and there 
was an urgent need for clothing. 

I put out an email to our pastors and 
churches in the state asking for new clothes 
for men, women, and children. Because of 
the urgency we decided to try to get a load 
focusing on underwear and socks and other 
new clothing to them by September 9. This 
was also Labor Day weekend so it was 
very short notice. Our pastors and members 
responded and we delivered 95 boxes with 
an estimate of 2000 items. What a blessing!!

On September 10, I sent another notice to 
start another collection and this time we 
would focus on winter clothing. We were 

able to deliver 94 boxes and about 1,300 
items, all sorted per item, size, and labeled 
as to what was in each box. This gives us a 
total of 189 boxes with 3,300 items.

I have been asked many times why we did 
not accept used clothing? Our organization 
was asked to bring new clothing by those 
in charge of the donations management. 
So we needed to follow instructions given 
to us. The question was answered by one 
of Team Rubicon’s volunteers, Jeff Wagg, 
“The reason we’re asking for new donations 
isn’t because we’re being snobby or 
anything. It’s a matter of time and logistics. 
If someone donates to us a box of 12 brand 
new pairs of pants, we can take that box and 

then just ship it right off, but if we get a bag 
filled with assorted clothing, we have to sort 
through that clothing, and catalogue it and 
decide what we can use or not.”

Approximately 12,500 guests are staying 
at Fort McCoy. They came with just the 
clothes on their back. Many had not been 

able to bathe for days. Adventist Community 

Services along with many other organizations 

and generous people in Wisconsin have come 

forward to help in this endeavor, and in one 
short month we have supplied the immediate 
needs for these people.

In my conference call Wednesday, 
September 29, we were told that the state of 
Wisconsin is leading the other states with the 
best coordinated donations efforts. What a 
privilege to be a small part of this!!

I want to thank everyone who donated for this 
endeavor. We have received over $10,000.00 

in money and many clothing donations 
Every penny will go to help these people.

At this point we will not be collecting any 
more clothing, as Fort McCoy is transitioning 
into resettlement and relocating these people.
